¢ Vendor Application schedule:
o April 15-July 1: Submit application, photos and fee for juried show.
o August 1: We will let you know if your application has been accepted. If you are not
accepted, we will return your check and photos to you.

e All items must be original, handmade work. Please send photos with your application
(unless you are selling the same things you sold last year).

e The fee for one table is $50. If you are an enrolled Tribal citizen of an Indian Tribe, the fee is $30. We
provide vendor tables that measure 6’ x 2’, and extension cords so that each table can connect to electricity. If you
bring your own tables, you will get a space 2’ wide by 6’ long. If you need to share a table with another vendor,
please apply together for one table, showing photos of both artists’ work.

e The Fairis a fundraiser. Each vendor must bring one baked good packaged for sale. Please bring either a
family sized item (a plate of 12-15 cookies, pie, loaf or cake to sell for $5 - $10) or five single-sized servings (single
serving is a baggie of 3 cookies or a slice of cake to sell for $1). If you like to bake, we appreciate additional
donations to the bake sale — it is very popular and we sell out everything that we make available! People also love
gluten-free, sugar-free and savory options.

e Each vendor must donate one item (with a value of at least $15) for the Fair Raffle.

e  We will have a food bank donation station set up, and encourage vendors and customers to donate non-perishable
food and non-food personal hygiene products.

e Set up time is from 3-6 p.m. on Friday Nov. 1, and/or from 7:30-8:45 a.m. on Sat. Nov. 2.

¢ Your booth must be open and staffed from 9 a.m.-4 p.m. during the sale.
